Message from the CEO  

 
 

Friends, 
 

As the year comes to an end, it is timely to reflect on the last 12 
months and look to Evolve at Typo StationÕs (Evolve) future.  We have 
grown as a team, innovated existing programs, developed new ones 
and have made significant improvements to Typo Station. 
 
Over the last 12 months, you have been part of EvolveÕs program 
innovation journey, and have read updates provided in the Bush 
Telegraph.  Whilst remaining committed to our signature Young MenÕs 
Program, we have welcomed the police partnership program as well as 
a government-supported Connectus program, both servicing the 
greater Wodonga area. These program additions will help Evolve 
reach its goal of helping up to 400 young people by 2010.  
 
We have also welcomed new faces, skills, ideas and energy to the 
Evolve staff team. We have been able to secure longer-term staffing at 
Typo Station and appoint a number of quality staff into coordinator 
positions to service our new programs. Our new starters are already 
returning outstanding results in the programs to which they are 
committed.  
 
The growth in programming, staff, finances and client numbers has 
presented its own challenges. With staff numbers now nearing twenty, 
we have tried to ensure we have a close-knit team that feels valued 
and enjoys working for Evolve. Increased finances require greater 
governance, and the Board has worked very hard to ensure that its 
oversight has kept pace with the developments. Typo Station is now 
an accredited camp with the Camping Association of Australia, which 
allows us to have school students on site and we are currently looking 
at implementing a Safeguarding Children Accreditation Program for all 
staff. 
 
Whilst there is every reason to be optimistic about the future of Evolve, 
we canÕt help but feel uneasy about the world economic crisis and what 
it means for our survival. Already it is apparent that the philanthropic 
sector has been hit hard, as investment returns are diminished or even 
reversed. This will inevitably impact many of our supporters and 
provide further impetus for Evolve to achieve a more sustainable 
funding base. We ask that our supporters continue to give their time, 
money and in-kind support to ensure Evolve can continues its work 
with young people.   
 
Finally, I would like to thank the Evolve team, the North-East 
community, volunteers, stallholders and sponsors for their contribution 
to EvolveÕs 2008 Bush Fair. This edition shares Bush FairÕs highlights, 
as well as news on what is happening across our programs.

North-East Police Partnership Program Update  
 
 
The Police Partnership program has been rolling along well in the North-East and in October, two 
very successful seven-day hikes were run in the Alpine National Park. The co-ed participants 
from the Wodonga Middle Years Schools Ð Felltimber and Huon Campuses Ð took the hike as a 
major outdoor component of the one-year Evolving Leadership Course. 
 
We were blessed with fantastic conditions for the week and a great time was had by all. Students 
challenged themselves, climbing peaks to see views of the beautiful Victorian Alps and 
descending into the King Valley to follow the crystal clear rivers and streams. 
 
While all the students were challenged physically and mentally at times, the quality of the 
leadership and group participation was exceptional. There was one final challenge Ð up and over 
the Razorback on the way back to Typo Station where they began their journey a week earlier. 
The feeling of achievement as we looked back at the sun rising over Mt Cobbler was clearly 
visible on the face of every student. 
 
All participants had an opportunity to lead their group for a day Ð meaning they got to make 
decisions for the group including navigation, group and campsite management. Group meetings 
provided the chance for each leader to receive feedback and also take and/or delegate 
responsibility for a variety of jobs during the hike. 
 
All participants reported an increased feeling of importance and self-worth during their time as 
designated group leader on the hike. As always, responsibility for self, others and the natural 
environment was at the top of our objectives list, along with providing the opportunity for 
self-reflection and growth. From the self evaluations and feedback gathered, participants have 
shown a great deal of success in those areas.  
 
Nearly all the students had positive self-learning that they shared, and many recognised areas 
that they would like to improve on. A great opportunity for a bunch of 15 year olds from Wodonga!

MelbourneÕs inaugural city ÔGreenhouseÕ 
supports Evolve at Typo Station  

 
 

Melbourne has witnessed an Australian first in sustainable design and innovation with the launch 
of a temporary Greenhouse in Federation Square. The space will act as an exhibition and event 
venue over the Spring-Summer period of 2008/9, and is built entirely from recycled and recyclable 
materials. Designed by architect Joost Bakker, the purpose of the Greenhouse is to educate, 
generate debate and serve as a model for cheaper, more spirit-lifting forms of public housing in 
our suburbs.  
 

 
 
Features of the Greenhouse include: 
 
Structure  

 straw bale construction for insulation and wall structure  
 100% recyclable steel frame  
 solar panels for sustainable power supply  
 recycled timber pallet flooring  
 structure positioned to maximise the breeze-way for cooling 
and natural ventilation  

 water tanks for both water supply and plant irrigation  
 
Interior  

 uniquely crafted recycled timber furniture and feature bar  
 
Plants  

 roof top garden Ð organic vegetable patch  
 interactive herb and kitchen garden harvested daily on site  
 seasonal produce incorporated into the menus  
 a stunning cascading wild strawberry wall made from reclaimed crates  

 
Evolve has been chosen to be the recipient of a number of the GreenhouseÕs materials and 
structures post its conclusion at Federation Square. Supporting EvolveÕs vision and values in the 
way we interact with the environment, goods donated such as water tanks, kitchen equipment and 
timber will be used for EvolveÕs construction of a new ablution block and eco-huts at Typo Station.  
 
The Greenhouse will also assist Evolve in educating corporate Melbourne about who we are and 
how our programs, property and staff help young people make positive changes in their lives.   
 
Following its debut in Melbourne, the Greenhouse will be moving to Sydney and then to Milan
